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I. GENERAL INFORMATION

1. HISTORY

The Extension Centers of the AG Tamilnadu Bible College was
started in the year 1989.  Those who have the call and desire to do full-

time / part-time ministry and are not able to attend any residential Bible
college, due to their job and family situations are trained in the Extension
Centers. Since 1989 it has produced more than 1000 ministers of God,
who are now serving in different parts of India. This ministry continues
to grow in the 21st century in meeting the needs of the Tamil District
Council of the South India Assemblies of God in training able ministers.
The Dip. Th., of the Extenstion Centre was accedifed by the Asian
Theological Association in 2014.

2. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES:

1. The Extension Centers of AG Tamilnadu Bible College stans in the
Evangelical and Pentecostal Doctrines. It trains mature believers (both
men and women)  to be Evangelists, Pastors, Writers, Missionaries,
and Leaders.

2. During the course of study every student is expected to pioneer and
establish a  branch Church. It is practically proved by experience that it
is possible to do so within the two years of study.

3. The students’ ministerial involvement under the supervision of the

local pastors during the period of studies, help them to understand the
Leadership levels and co-operation in the ministry.

4. The Contact Classes arranged for the students once in a year brings
the students together and enable them to share their experiences with
one another.

5. The Extension Centers offer courses to enable the students to have a
better understanding of the Holy Bible, Christian theology and Christian
Ministry.

Right from the beginning it was established in such a way that the
Extension Centers support by itself financially. Every Extension Center
functions in one of the local AG Churches in a particular location. The
pastors in and around the center teach without any remuneration. The
total expenses of the centre are take and care by the students’ fees.

4. ADMINISTRATION

All the Extension Centers are functioning under the AG Tamilnadu
Bible College under the direct supervision of the Central Co-ordinatior
from the AGTBC.  One of the local pastors is appointed as the Co –
ordinator for each center. The teachers for each center are selected
from the AG pastors of the respective section. The appointment of the
co–ordinators and teachers are done by the Director of the Extension
Centers (the Principal) in consultation with the Executive Committee of
the Tamil District Council of the SIAG.

5. TEACHERS
